Places & peoples
Lesdeka comprises the eastern half of a large, vaguely Tasmania-shaped island called Dafenĭka. Most of the western half is in Oskenda, except the northernmost third, which is Peluga. All three states are now independent with their own languages, though they were in the Second Lesdekan Empire until 1982. Lesdeka is 300 miles west of Spain and Portugal. It has an area of 35,000 square miles and a population of 8.1 million. The climate is warm and rainy, with few extremes of heat and cold, though it is prone to fog and thunderstorms. Much of eastern Lesdeka is a plain, behind that come rolling hills, then mountains, including a couple of volcanoes. The capital, Ordetno has a population of 500,000 and is halfway up the east coast. 

The Second Empire also included two South American possessions: Lesdekan Guayana, next to British Guinea (now Guayana,) and Dutch Guinea (now Suriname,) plus two large islands to the north, the Lesdekan Antilles. These are now respectively the independent states of Gĭneka, and Antīleka. These nations both speak Lesdekan and Krioulek, a Lesdekan-based creole. Gĭneka has a populous coast, where people live in cleared areas surrounded by jungle. Behind it, lies a dry bushland-type interior. Some American Indian languages are also spoken, but the main native tongue is Xelhara (x=sh.) The Xelhara are a mystery people, as they are totally unrelated to any American Indians.

Two semi-autonomous territories still come under Lesdekan rule. These are the Pawhelan Islands, halfway between Lesdeka and Portugal, and Eftawhe, a pocket state on the coast between Spain and Portugal. These territories speak Lesdekan and Romais. Romnais is a Romance language with a strong Dafenĭkan influence. It is also known as Dafeno-Latin. Romnais is also spoken on the island of Romnera, which is part of Lesdeka proper. 

All the states and territories mentioned above are part of the Dafenĭkan Federation (Fedratu Dafenĭkan.) The Federation has some common law, covering trade and environment, plus elements of a common foreign policy. It works rather like the European Union, but intends to remain a loose association of states.
